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I 'am pleased to report that the Stanwich School
closed the fiscal year 2010-2011 with a larger surplus
than the prior year, an increase in net asset value, and
adequate cash-on-hand to complete construction

of the new athletic field and ancillary facilities on
Stanwich Road. Thanks to prudent and conservative
strategies over the last several years, the Investment
Committee of the Board has continued to protect our
cash reserves from the turbulence of today’s financial
markets; we have suffered no investment losses and
have even managed to yield conservative growth on
these assets. I commend Headmistress Pat Young
and Business Manager Patty Foster for their vigilant
attention to operating costs. Their stewardship

has enabled the school to continue to provide a

rich academic experience for our students while
maintaining a solid financial foundation.

In November 2010, we acquired the school’s
outstanding $15.5 million tax exempt bond,
climinating the associated interest expense.
Originally issued in May 2007, the bond allowed us
to develop a relationship and a history with CHEFA,
who provides the tax exempt status, as well as build
liquidity on our balance sheet. Prior to 2010, the
investment income generated by the cash proceeds
from the bond more than covered the interest
expense. When market conditions prevented us from
continuing to yield a positive arbitrage, we worked
with Merrill Lynch to acquire the bond.

Above all, the financial health of Stanwich
continues to benefit from the generous support
of donors to the Annual Fund and the Capital
Campaign. We enjoy a level of philanthropic

participation among our families that is among the

highest in the country for independent schools. In
particular, the Stanwich Benefit, Lucky 13, which
featured our first-ever live auction, netted over

a quarter million dollars for the building fund.

On behalf of the Investment Committee and the
Business Office, I would like to acknowledge and
thank everyone who helped Stanwich achieve our
financial goals this year with your gifts of time and
money. You make our jobs so much easier.

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Supporting Stanwich

Like all independent schools, Stanwich is a not-for-profit institution that relies on the generosity of

charitable giving in order to supplement the income provided by tuition. Stanwich is blessed with a

growing community of parents, grandparents, past parents, faculty and friends who share a vision

for the school and who generously donate their time, talents and resources to improve the quality

of the education for our students.

Charitable giving to Stanwich is never mandatory, but we hope that families who benefit from a

Stanwich education will consider making the school a priority in their charitable giving decisions.

THE ANNUAL FUND

The Annual Fund is a recurring, yearly fundraising
effort that runs from July 1 through June 30 of each
year and supports the current year’s operations. The
school relies on these funds to make up the difference
between the tuition income and the actual cost of

a Stanwich education. All of the money raised by

the Annual Fund goes directly towards the current
year’s operating budget to support and enhance the
Stanwich experience for every student. Approximately
10% of the school’s annual revenue comes from the
Annual Fund.

THE SCHOLARSHIP FUND

The Scholarship Fund is a fund within the Annual Fund.

A donor may designate their Annual Fund gift to the

Scholarship Fund, which directly supports financial aid.
All gifts to the Annual Fund and the Scholarship

Fund are fully tax-deductible.

PLEDGES

Many donors prefer to make a pledge to the
school for a gift that will be fulfilled at a later date,
more convenient to the donot’s personal financial
calendar. Pledges to the Annual Fund must be
fulfilled by June 30 of the school year in which the
pledge is made. Capital pledges may be scheduled
over one to five years. Donors will receive tax
acknowledgement for their gift at the time that
payment is made on the pledge.
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
