Emmy Award-winner Talks to

The Story of  Success. In Outliers, author Malcolm 
Gladwell examines the factors that contribute to 
high levels of  success. 
	 Mr. Burnett, a self-proclaimed “zero” while 
growing up, went on to speak about instilling 
a sense of  self-confidence and self-esteem in 
children. He talked about the importance of  

praise and acknowledging the immeasurable 
accomplishments of  children.

Guys & Dolls and Joseph and the 
Amazing Technicolor Dreamcoat
Stanwich students are as at home on the stage as 
they are in the classroom or on the field.

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Highlights of  the year 2009–2010

Pre-K Students Support  
Rainforest Alliance
To reinforce their unit on the rainforest, Stanwich 
School’s Pre-K students participated in a Hop-a-
Thon to raise money for the Rainforest Alliance, 
and also made animal headbands and “monkey 
munch” mix.
	 For a month each winter, the Pre-kindergarten 
students learn about the rainforest during their 
science lessons, then on the day of  the Hop-A-
Thon students were timed for one minute to see 
how many times they could hop up-and-down and 
raised $930 in pledges made by family and friends. 
Other activities at the event included coloring 
and gluing headbands of  animals that inhabit 
the rainforest, and making a snack mixture of  
Chex cereal, chocolate chips, banana chips, and 
powdered sugar that was mixed with melted butter 
and vanilla.

Grade 5 and 6 Students  
Enjoy Lake Placid
Lake Placid, NY, the site of  the 1980 Winter 
Olympics, served as the fall and winter playground 
for Stanwich’s Grade 6 and Grade 5 students, 
respectively. Grade 6 students spent three fun-filled 
days canoeing, hiking and biking in September, 
while in January, Grade 5 students enjoyed 
bob sledding, dog sledding, ice skating and ice 
climbing. Both class trips, which were true bonding 
experiences for the classes, are an annual tradition 
of  the school.

Pilgrim Simulation
As part of  a month-long Social Studies unit, Grade 
2 students were grouped into “colonies” and 
participated in activities to simulate the experiences 
of  the Pilgrims.
	 Students constructed cabins, “crossed the 
Atlantic” in small ships by using true/false

questions, brainstormed about different foods the 
Pilgrims could have eaten to earn “crops” for their 
colony, and played Pilgrim Jeopardy with teachers, 
“Mr. and Mrs. Pilgrim.”

Spectacular Junior House  
Science Fair
This year’s Junior House Science Fair submissions 
were unique and impressive and gave students in 
Grades 7 and 8 a chance to explore biomes and 
alternate fuel sources, respectively.
	 In Grade 7, students participated in a biome 
project for four weeks, where they created research 
reports, made dioramas and gave presentations 

to their parents during the science fair, as well 
as to their peers in class. Their research reports 
contained three maps (global, U.S. and regional) 
and a food chain and food web showing energy 
flow through their ecosystem. Students were 
all assigned ecosystems in the U.S. and featured 
National Parks and Wildlife Preserves.
	 Grade 8 students worked on independent 
research projects in which they studied and 
hypothesized about alternative fuel sources. In 
preparation for the project, students watched 
the HBO special, Too Hot Not to Handle. This 
cautionary documentary offers a guide to the 
impact of  global warming on the U.S.

Alumni Homecoming
On a crisp November morning, alumni and faculty 
gathered to face off  in the second annual Stanwich 
Turkey Bowl. Nearly one hundred faculty, alumni 
and alumni parents convened on the field at 
Stanwich East where old friends were reunited, 
stories were shared and donuts, cider and hot 
dogs were enjoyed as the game went on. It was a 
beautiful autumn day, while laughter and cheers 
emanated from the sidelines, intense but friendly 
competition filled the field.
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Looking back on year 
twelve of  Stanwich 
School, I continue 
to be inspired by the 

spirit and energy of  our community. Stanwich is 
such a unique and special place; one where parents 
enthusiastically volunteer and pitch in whenever 
needed.

Planned Gifts
Planned gifts can produce significant gift and estate 
tax savings, increase the donor’s annual income, and 
increase the possibilities for effective distribution 
of  assets.

Gifts-in Kind
Gifts-in-Kind are non-cash donations of  personal 
property. The value of  the donation must be 
determined by the donor for tax purposes. A tax 
acknowledgment letter will be sent to the donor 
with a detailed description of  the gift-in-kind.

Pledges
Many donors prefer to make a pledge to the 
school for a gift that will be fulfilled at a later date, 
more convenient to the donor’s personal financial 
calendar. Pledges to the Annual Fund must be 
fulfilled by June 30 of  the school year in which the 
pledge is made. Capital pledges may be scheduled 
over one to five years. Donors will receive tax 
acknowledgement for their gift at the time that 
payment is made on the pledge.
